SITE B: OPTION 1: LIFESTYLE RETAIL CENTER WITH SMALL HOTEL

Option 1 presents lifestyle retail with a small hotel for Site B. This option is envisioned as a
mixed-used commercial development that combines the traditional retail functions of a shop-
ping mall with leisure amenities such as movie theaters and restaurants, along with a small
hotel that can support the retail uses. Option 1 includes 243,000 square feet of retail, a four
story,150-room hotel, and surface parking. Some of the smaller stand alone retail pads can
be used by family-oriented restaurants. The retail and parking areas both have direct access
to Hempstead Turnpike and the Cross Island Parkway via the new road on the western border

of the site. (See Figures 28 and 29)
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Arelevant “design” precedent for Option 1 is The Shops at Atlas Park development in
Glendale, New York. This walkable shopping/lifestyle center includes over 30 retail stores, a
movie theater complex with multiple restaurants, and a large food market. The development
also includes public spaces such as plazas and green spaces that act as central nodes for the
complex. (See Figure 27)
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
